Required Application Materials 

• Application Form

• Short Essay (300-500 words) – Topic: Leadership often begins with service. 

Describe how you have been involved in your community and the role you have 
taken within that service. How have these experiences shaped the way you see 
yourself as a leader, and how do you hope to continue leading and serving others in 
the future?  

• Letter of Recommendation – Can be from a teacher, counselor, coach, employer 
or community leader
